BACKGROUND INFORMATION 

Mt. Pleasant Investment Properties LLC has been authorized to seek special land use approval 
associated with 1982 E. Remus Rd. currently owned by Greenspace Inc. All special uses require a site plan 
in accordance with Section 12 of the Zoning Ordinance approved by the Township Planning Commission. 
The applicant provided a site plan to the Planning Commission depicting the 5.52acres of land on the 
parcel the special land use will occur if approved.  
On June 20, 2017 the Charter Township of Union Planning Commission at a regularly scheduled meeting 
held a public hearing for SUP 2017-05 as required. After the hearing the Commission deliberated on the 
use and voted to recommend approval of SUP 2017-05. That same night the Planning Commission 
approved a site plan associated with SUP 2017-05. This project is located in the West Downtown 
Development Authority. The Economic Development Authority for the Charter Township of Union 
supports this project. 
If the 5.52 acres of land are split off from the existing parcel the planned landscaping bins in the rear yard 
would not be allowed. A B-5 district allows for outdoor storage screened in the rear yard. It is not allowed 
with self storage units. Section 30.4.U. states “No storage outside of the self-storage buildings shall be 
permitted.”
