(Agricultural District). The applicant intends to split a portion of the property where the one
family dwelling is located from the remaining AG parcel.) Applicant has requested to rezone
a portion of the parcel 132’ x 330’ from AG to R-2A (One and Two Family Low Density
Residential District) If the parcel were to be split and remain zoned AG the parcel would
become dimensionally non-conforming. The required width of an AG parcel is 165" which is
greater than the 132’ proposed.
